Motion to introduce ‘Meat free Mondays’ in hall
This JCR notes:

i) Meat free Mondays
ii) Meat industry

iii) Greenhouse gas emissions

iv) Fossil fuel energy

This JCR further notes:

iv) On a global scale the ii) generates nearly 1/5 of the man-made iii) that are accelerating global climate change (FAO, 2006)
v) About 40 calories of iv) go into every calorie of feed lot beef, as opposed to the 2.2 calories of iv) which goes into producing one calorie of plant-based protein (Pimental and Pimental, 2003)
vi) To produce 1kg of cereal grains requires about 1m3 of water, whereas to produce 1kg of meat requires much more (for instance between 13 -100m3 are used to produce 1kg of beef depending on location and methods used) (Pimental et al, 1997)
vii) Expansion of livestock production is a key factor in deforestation – 70% of previously forested land in the Amazon is covered by pasture, and feedcrops cover a large part of the remainder (FAO, 2006).
viii) The average British person eats 50g of protein derived from meat each day – this is between 25- 50% higher than the amount recommended by the World Health Organisation (The Times, 27/10/2009)
This JCR therefore proposes:

ix) To mandate [E&E Rep] to lobby the college to introduce (i) in hall, to significantly reduce the college’s impact on climate change, deforestation, and global water stress.
