· An environmental policy is a statement of commitment on managing environmental impact, including an action plan specifying how the policy will be implemented, with targets, dates and named people responsible for delivering it.

· Neither the College nor this JCR have environmental policies. Oxford University has an environmental policy (http://www.admin.ox.ac.uk/estates/environment/statemento.shtml) and encourages all colleges to adopt one.

· Many other colleges have now signed up to the university environmental policy and others have their own policies.

This JCR believes:

· X college should sign up to the university’s environmental policy or have an environmental audit and then write their own.

· Any environmental policy the college adopts should cover transport, energy consumption, building, water, waste, biodiversity, purchasing and investments as a minimum, and should include targets on reducing environmental impact and specify who is responsible for these targets.

· Forming an environmental policy for the JCR will show the college that we are committe dto making the college a more sustainable place.

This JCR resolves to:

· Mandate the Environment and Ethics Officer to form an environmental policy for this JCR, to come before another meeting for approval.

· Mandate the Environment and Ethics Officer to present this JCR’s desire for a college environmental policy to the college authorities.
