The Water Hippo Motion

This JCR notes:

· The company “Hippo UK” produces devices to help conserve water in toilet cisterns.

· Every time a toilet is flushed the device (“Hippo”) saves approximately 3 litres of water.

· Oxford City Council provides Hippos for free.

· In the college the typical saving will be at least £3 per person/annum.

· It is rare that these Hippos reduce flush performance – but in this rare case, the Hippos can be easily removed.

This JCR believes:

· Much of the water we use when we flush the toilet is wasted.

· The financial savings we make with these Hippos installed, while small, could be contributed to something more useful.

This JCR resolves to:

· Mandate the Environment and Ethics Officer to try to persuade the Domestic Bursar to install Hippos in all possible toilets in the College.
